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Arguments Due for Local Measures on the June Ballot

Two additional local measures have been called for the June 7, 2016 ballot, and deadlines have been set for filing arguments for or against. 
· Cabrillo Community College Bond – Deadline to file arguments is 5 pm, Thursday, March 17

· Lakeside Joint School Parcel Tax – Deadline to file arguments is 5 pm, Tuesday, March 18
The last day to call for a measure on the June ballot is Friday, March 11. The ballot questions before voters are:
Cabrillo Community College ballot question: CABRILLO COLLEGE TECHNOLOGY, JOB TRAINING, CLASSROOM REPAIR MEASURE. To repair/upgrade classrooms to better prepare students, veterans, workers for good jobs/university transfer by upgrading aging classrooms, technology/science labs, repairing outdated, deteriorating wiring, sewer lines, improving campus safety, handicapped accessibility, increasing water conservation/energy efficiency, and acquiring, constructing, repairing sites/facilities/equipment, shall Cabrillo Community College District issue $310,000,000 in bonds at legal rates, no funding administrators’ salaries/pensions, requiring independent audits, and all funds used locally?

Lakeside Joint School District ballot question: To preserve quality education for all students in Lakeside Joint School District, maintain specialized training for teachers, provide comprehensive science programs, update classroom technology, and protect quality academic programs for elementary and middle school students, shall the Lakeside Joint School District be authorized to implement an annual education parcel tax of $820 for ten years, with citizens’ oversight, exemptions available for senior citizens, no funds for administrators' salaries, every dollar spent on students and cannot be taken away by the State?

Arguments for the Cabrillo measure are filed in the Santa Cruz County Clerk’s Office at 701 Ocean Street, Room 210, Santa Cruz, 831-454-2060, FAX: 831-454-2445. If more than one argument is filed, the County Clerk will choose one to be printed in the County Voter Information Guide in accordance with the law. 

Santa Clara County is the lead county for the Lakeside School District measure. Filers may file their arguments with the Santa Clara County Registrar of Voters, 1555 Berger Dr., Building #2, San Jose, 408-299-8639, FAX: 408-998-7314. If more than one argument is filed, the Santa Clara County Registrar of Voters will choose one to be printed in the County Voter Information Guide in accordance with the law.
Arguments must not exceed 300 words.  In addition, arguments must be accompanied by a signed “Signature Statement” form available from the elections official or online at www.votescount.com. For complete information on how to write an argument, download the “Guide to Writing Arguments” on the Santa Cruz County Elections Department’s website.
Also, arguments must be filed in hard copy with original signatures. The Santa Cruz County Clerk also requires the arguments to be emailed in an electronic format that can be edited to info@votescount.com.
